Second Collection for CRS Haiti Earthquake Relief
You have probably seen news reports and perhaps video or pictures of  the terrible
devastation in Haiti caused by the 7.0 earthquake. Haiti is the poorest country in
the Western Hemisphere. The human toll, as well as the destruction of  homes and
meager infrastructure is extensive and heart-wrenching.

Archbishop Vlazny and bishops across the country have called for a special
collection to assist in earthquake relief. In our archdiocese this second collection is
to be taken up this weekend. This collection will be funneled by the Archdiocese
of  Portland, in its entirety,  to Catholic Relief  Services for immediate relief  work
in Haiti.

Catholic Relief Services (CRS) is the official relief  and development agency of  the
U.S. Catholic Church; in times of  disaster, it is among the first on the scene. CRS is
responding immediately to the massive earthquake that rocked Port-au-Prince, the
capital of Haiti.

It was my children who inspired me to volunteer.  They were
little, needed guidance, and our family was new to the
parish.  I wanted to be present, help with their faith forma-
tion, and volunteer in my church.  This combination of
events is what prompted me to become a Catechist at Our
Lady of  the Lake in September of  2000.  Did I think I was
the best person to teach, was I completely prepared and
knowledgeable about my Catholic faith, did I think I would
still be volunteering in 2010?  Absolutely not! I knew I could
help my church in some small way; little did I know how
much I would get out of  teaching the children.

Several years later I'm still promoting the benefits of  becom-
ing a Catechist and volunteering in our Religious Education
(RE) program. Many wonderful things have been added to
the program over the last ten years, such as the Advent and
Mardi Gras Festivals and the Holy Week Experience.
Fantastic outreach programs have been held for organiza-
tions including JOIN and Heifer International. All of  these
programs, along with regular class time, have enriched the
Catholic faith for my children, myself, and many others at
Our Lady of  the Lake.

I honestly believe, with the resources provided to teachers
and the help of  other caring and involved individuals, that I
have been rewarded ten-fold by volunteering.  The children's
curiosity and enthusiasm resonates above all lesson planning
and challenges along the way.  I have been fortunate to work
at many grade levels and with other wonderful volunteers.
These people have dedicated their time to helping make the
teaching schedule fluid and manageable as a parent. The
Catechist books provided by our RE department are rich
with ideas and projects, and the resources provided by Sister
Janina aid tremendously in the lesson planning.

Providing the children with information in your own unique
way offers, not only a wonderful example to them, but also
an opportunity for you to grow in your own faith.  If  you
have thought of  volunteering in the past but never quite felt
like you had the time or understanding, I urge you to take a
chance and believe in your ability to make a difference. I can
guarantee you will get back more than you give from the
experience.

Geography Bee. The Geography Bee is for students in the fourth through eighth grades in thousands
of  schools across the US. Each year it has been an event our student body and parents look
forward to.

The all-school bee was  held last week.  On January 13 the two classroom winners from
grades 4-8 sat in front of  the student body and parent guests to compete for the opportu-
nity to represent this school in the state qualifying exam, with hopes of  competing
nationally.

This year our outstanding Geographer's were Ethan Beberness (7), Matthew Fannelli
(6), Max Himmelright (4), Ryen Maulsby (7), Lane McAuliffe (8), Bridget McCarthy
(6), Julia McCarthy (8), Peter Ragen (5), Eric Sasadeusz (4), and Nicholas Stuedli (5).

Top honors, and the winner of  the all-school Geography Bee, was eighth grader Lane
McAuliffe. As a point of  interest, Lane was also the winner of  the 2009 OLL Geogra-
phy Bee! Bridget McCarthy took second place.  These students are congratulated for their
wonderful level of  achievement in geography.
