Some of  you may wonder what this ministry is about. This ministry is to bring the
Eucharist to those who cannot come to Mass because of  aging, illness or disability.

For most of  us this ministry is invisible, but we have a small group of  volunteers
who sacrifice their time and energy to serve our elderly in their homes, retirement
homes, or adult care homes. We are grateful for their service.

We need more volunteers for this ministry! We need new people to sub for our
current ministers when they need vacations, to back up ministers so everyone has a
chance to take a break, or replace ministers when they retire in the future.

This is one of  most important ministries in our parish. We practice what Jesus
taught: “When I am ill, have you visited me?” The Lord does not abandon us, so
we should not abandon our brothers and sisters who need our visits.

This ministry does not consume a lot of  your time. One hour per week is enough if
you have an assignment. You can visit people on weekends. It does not require
many skills, except your heart. If  anyone has done this ministry before, we will be
happy to have you. If  you do not have any experience we can train you and give
you time to adapt. All you need is time and love for our people.

Why did I become a catechist?

I didn't intend to. There was always someone else who
volunteered.

Sunday was our family day with kids’ sports, bike riding,
house cleaning, grocery shopping . . . getting ready for the
week ahead.  I knew, of  course, that my child needed to
learn about the Catholic faith, but I thought that surely
someone else would take care of  that. Our parish is full of
people who devote their lives to Jesus Christ and his teach-
ings. Someone else would teach my child about God.

Wrong!  I didn't realize that I was that someone else. As
Mitch Albom relates in his book, Fave a Little Faith:  “At the
gates of  heaven, a fellow says: ‘Look, Lord, I've done X
amount of  good stuff  on earth. I have tried to follow your
teachings and to pass them on. I have loved my family. I've

been part of  a community. And I have been, I think, fairly
good to those I've met. So, for all this, Heavenly Father, what
is my reward?’  And God answers, ‘Reward? What reward?
That's what you were supposed to do!’”

We are all called to be an active part of  God's community.
By choosing to become a catechist this year, I have reaped
more than I have sown, learned more than I've taught and
have had the pleasure of  meeting our future—your loving,
curious, and knowledgeable children who want to be part of
our parish, our diocese and our Faith. To share our Catholic
beliefs through teaching is inspirational, educational and fun!

Music at Mass
Next Sunday is Alleluia Sunday, the last day that we sing Alleluia before Ash
Wednesday and the six weeks of  Lent.

“The Alleluia is sung, as required by the liturgical season. An acclamation of  this
kind constitutes a rite or act in itself, by which the assembly of  the faithful
welcomes and greets the Lord who is about to speak to them in the Gospel and
professes their faith by means of the chant. It is sung by all while standing and is
led by the choir or a cantor. The verse, however, is sung either by the choir or by the
cantor. The Alleluia is sung in every season other than Lent.”
                                                      The General Instruction of  the Roman Missal, 2003 #62

This is a fitting time to reflect on the Gospel Acclamation in the Mass. Our United
States Bishops inform us in Sing to the Lord. (This is the newest document about
worship and music from our bishops.) The following quotes are nos. 26, 121, and
163.)

“Singing is one of  the primary ways that the assembly of  the faithful
participates actively in the Liturgy. The people are encouraged ‘to take part by
means of  acclamations, responses, psalms, antiphons, [and] hymns.’”

“In the Gospel Acclamation, the assembled faithful welcome ‘The Lord who is
about to speak to them. The verses are as a rule taken from the Lectionary for
Mass.’”

“During the season of  Lent, alternate acclamations with their proper verse are
used, as found in the Lectionary for Mass.”

The Sacrament of  Reconciliation has three elements:  conversion, confession and celebration.  In it we find God's
unconditional forgiveness.  The Sacrament of  Reconciliation forms a basis for Catholics to “be at peace with your own
soul,” (St. Jerome).  St. Jerome finishes his thought by saying “then heaven and earth will be at peace with you”. The
word “confession” emphasizes confessing our sins.  The word “reconciliation” emphasizes our reconciliation with God
our Father, Jesus our Brother and The Holy Spirit dwelling in each one of  us. Who among us does not want to reconcile
to God?
