Music at Masses During Lent
During Lent we begin before Mass, singing songs of  the season
that reflect the Mass of  the day. On Ash Wednesday the
Prelude is “The Glory of  these Forty Days” by St. Gregory the
Great, the pope of  the sixth century who lends his name to
“Gregorian Chant”.

“Save Your People” is the Entrance Hymn on Ash Wednesday.
As we enter into the season, this song is a succinct summary of
our desire for salvation and God's faithfulness with the “people of
the covenant”. Jim Farrell wrote the tune; he is a composer with
Oregon Catholic Press.

Psalm 51, “Be merciful, O Lord, for we have sinned” is the Responsorial Psalm on
Ash Wednesday. It is also one of  the “seasonal psalms” in Lent, and the Psalm for
Morning Prayer every Friday. African American composer Rawn Harbor wrote the
music; it is published by GIA Publications in Chicago.

Tom Conry's “Ashes” is the song we sing as we are signed with the ashes: a cross
reminding us of  our covenant to live the gospel.

Choir—The Choir will sing at the 7:00 PM Mass on Ash Wednesday and rehearse
afterward in the Parish Hall Carpet Area. Weekly rehearsals are on Wednesdays at
7:00 PM in the Church. We sing on Sundays at the 11:00 AM Mass.

Musicians for Life— These Youth and Young Adult Musicians practice each Sunday
at 4:00 PM in the Church and lead the music for the Life Teen Mass at 6:00 PM.

Lent is a time of  continued reconciliation and renewal.  As a Catholic
community of  faith, Catholics seek reconciliation with one another in response
to our baptismal call to holiness.
