The Lot is being Cleared

This week the trees are coming down to make room for the new parking lot and field.
The trees will be recycled into wood chips and when possible fire wood. Construction
continues this week as we will see the bushes on 8th Avenue removed. to create the wider
double entrance and exits onto Eighth. Many of the trees on the parish property will be
saved. You can see the large trees have fences around them to protect them from damage
during the site work construction. A silt fence has been placed around the property to
prevent erosion during the construction process.

MUSIC AT MASS

Why We Sing, Part llI

“The Paschal hymn, of course, does not cease when a liturgical celebration ends.
Christ, whose praises we have sung, remains with us and leads us through church
doors to the whole world, with its joys and hopes, griefs and anxieties. The words
Jesus chose from the book of Isaiah at the beginning of his ministry become the
song of the Body of Christ. “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, / because he has
anointed me / to bring glad tidings to the poor. / He has sent me to proclaim liberty
to / captives and recovery of sight to the blind, / to let the oppressed go free, / and
to proclaim a year acceptable to the Lord” (Lk 4:18, see Is 61:1-2, 58:6.

Charity, justice, and evangelization are thus the normal consequences of liturgical
celebration. Particularly inspired by sung participation, the body of the Word Incar-
nate goes forth to spread the Gospel with full force and compassion. In this way,

the Church leads men and women “to the faith, freedom and peace of Christ by the
example of its life and teaching, by the sacraments and other means of grace. Its
aim is to open up for all men a free and sure path to full participation in the mystery
of Christ.”

(Numbers 8, 9, Sing to the Lord, Music in Divine Worship, United States Conference of Catho-
lic Bishops, 2008.)
