Bishops Urge Senate to 
Remove Abortion Amendment from Defense Bill:  
A Senate committee amendment that would authorize the performance of  
elective abortions at military hospitals in this country and around the world 
is “misguided” and should be removed from the National Defense Authori-
zation Act (S. 3454), said the Chairman of  the U.S. bishops’ Committee on 
Pro-Life Activities. In a June 29 letter, Cardinal Daniel DiNardo of  Galves-
ton-Houston urged Senators to remove this amendment on the grounds that 
it breaks with longstanding federal and military policies on government pro-
motion of  abortion.  www.usccb.org.

Catholic Education Q & A
Did you know. . .
There are 2.1 million students in Catholic educational programs at all levels in the United States.  This includes elementary 
schools, high schools, religious education programs, colleges, universities and seminaries.  During the 2009-2010 school year 
there were 1,507,618 students enrolled in Catholic elementary/middle schools. These students were enrolled in one of  the 
5,589 elementary and middle schools or one of  the 1,205 secondary schools.  It is also interesting to note that 24 new schools 
opened in the fall of  2009.  In the Archdiocese of  Portland, 8,860 students were enrolled as of  September, 2009. A national 
survey indicated that parents choose Catholic schools for their children because of  the values-added education, the high aca-
demic standards and a safe school environment.  Also worthy of  note is that 99% of  Catholic 
secondary school students graduate from high school and that of  those 97% go on to college.  

Did you know. . .
Currently, at Our Lady of  the Lake School we have 228 students registered for school this next 
fall.  We also know from the results of  our accreditation survey to parents completed last spring, 
that the majority of  our parents, like the national survey results, cite Catholic value-based educa-
tion and high academic standards as the reason they send their children to OLL.  We can also 
say that our graduates are accepted to the high schools of  their choice and that the success they 
achieve here is enjoyed during their high school tenure as well.
