New Sidewalks Are Coming

Last week the old sidewalks were removed. This week we install new sidewalks on 8th
street and A Avenue. These new sidewalks and crosswalks will 50% wider and ADA ac-
cessible. The retaining wall on 8th Street should be competed soon and the new exits and
entrances onto Eighth Street will be installed. The base fill is almost complete on the
parking lot.

Protection of the Environment a Priority for Building in Faith

Our Lady of the Lake has a long history of serving the community of Lake Oswego. Our
Building in Faith Master Plan takes into account our need to continue to serve 2000 pa-
rishioner families who are members of the greater Lake Oswego community.

In July the houses on the corner of Evergreen and the alley were removed. Prior to this
in early June we used the services of the Rebuilding Center, a non-profit organization
that provides deconstruction services, a sustainable alternative to conventional demoli-
tion. They were given free reign to take away whatever they could use within the houses
and through their Refind Furniture service they also removed furniture. There are plans
to recycle the wood paneling from the old school gym to the new school and utilize the
Rebuilding Center for the deconstruction of the old school next summer.

The plan calls for the preservation of the trees on the parish property. The large trees
have fences around them to protect them from damage during the site work construction.
In addition, a silt fence has been placed around the property to prevent erosion during the
construction process.

Protection of the environment has been and will remain a priority for the Building in
Faith project.

MUSIC AT MASS

Music about Mary

This weekend at all Masses we draw from our rich and diverse Catholic music rep-
ertoire for songs of Mary. One text dates back to the 11% century. Music is from the
18% century through today.

“Hail, Holy Queen,” is a traditional favorite hymn with a text suited for this feast.
The Entrance Antiphons in the Roman Missal refer to Mary being raised to glory
with Christ; Mary with a crown of stars on her head; and our rejoicing in the Lord
in honor of the Virgin Mary, praising the Son of God. This popular hymn text dates
from around the year 1080, with this translation appearing in a Roman Hymnal in
the 19 century. As the Entrance Antiphons indicate, the refrain of this hymn joins
heaven and earth as the angels (Cherubim and Seraphim) “resound the hymn: Salve
Regina!”

The Responsorial Psalm is Psalm 45, “The queen stands at your right hand, arrayed
in gold.” At the 6:00 PM Mass, we sing “Arrayed in Gold” by the contemporary
composer Trevor Thompson. At the other Masses the psalm is set more tradition-
ally with the verses in a recitative style.

The Marian Hymn par excellence is Mary’s song from the Gospel of Luke, the Magni-
ficat. We sing several versions of this hymn today. “Holy Is His Name” is a contem-
porary setting in the folk idiom by John Michael Talbot. In the “Magnificat” the
text is paraphrased by Anne Carter of the Society of the Sacred Heart. The tune,
NEW BRITAIN, was first published in the “Columbian Harmony” in 1829, and is
the same tune as the well-known hymn “Amazing Grace.” At the morning Masses
during Communion, we sing a paraphrase of the text by Oregon Catholic Press
composer Owen Alstott, “My Soul Rejoices.”

Mary is an example to us in her faith. As the Magnificat reflects Mary’s joy as
servant of the Lord, “Servant Song” by Donna Marie McGargill, OSM, echoes
Mary’s willingness to obey God’s will.
