Called to Protect Training for New Catechists/Volunteers
Last week I wrote about the Archdiocesan requirement that all volunteers working 
with children (and vulnerable adults) need to complete a background check and 
enroll in the training provided by the parish. I promised to give you the dates and 
time for the Called to Protect training. The schedule is as follows: 

• September 8: OLL School Library, 1:30 – 3:00 PM.
• September 13: OLL School Library, 6:30 – 8:00 PM.
• September: 17: OLL School Library, 1:30 – 3:00 PM.
• September 21: OLL School Library, 5:30 – 7:00 PM.

All catechists, assistants, office assistants, facilitators of  the Liturgy of  the Word 
with Children, and anyone working with children frequently during the year (4 or 
more times) needs to participate in training.  Please enroll in one of  the above listed 
sessions for the training.  It is very important that those of  us working with children 
are aware of  the possible signs/situations that might expose our children to harm.

Catechists and assistants who have had the initial training need not sign up for the 
training sessions above.  However, there are follow up sessions you are required to 
complete on line.  That information will be sent to you in the catechists’ bulletin 
and during the Catechist In-service.

RCIA Process
Each year we are blessed with people who wish to inquire about our faith or 
complete their initiation in the church by celebrating the Sacraments of  Confirma-
tion and sometimes Eucharist.  If  you have family or friends who would like to 
participate please invite them, and come with them, to the introductory session 
on Wednesday, September 15 in the Parish Office Building, 7:00-9:00 PM.  Please 
advise your friends that it would be appropriate for them to contact me prior to the 
first session.  

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA)
Purpose:
The RCIA is a process that gives adults an opportunity to look at the teachings and 
beliefs of  the Catholic Church and to gain an understanding of  how to have a living 
experience with the knowledge of  the Church.

Who:
The RCIA is for all adults who have never been involved in any faith tradition and 
are non-baptized, and for those who have been baptized in another tradition and 
now wish to pursue their relationship with God in the Catholic Church.

What:
The RCIA process allows participants to be fully initiated into the Catholic Church 
through the Sacraments of  Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist and to become 
members of  the Christian community and the family of  God.

How:
People in the process gather weekly for prayer, community building, and for instruc-
tion time. Throughout the process, each participant is given an opportunity to move 
towards complete initiation through a distinctive ritual that takes place at a Sunday 
liturgy. The parish community is present for support along with the sponsors for 
each person. 

Our Lady of the Lake RCIA:
The Our Lady of  the Lake RCIA meets weekly on Wednesday evenings from Sep-
tember through May. An RCIA team is in place to provide support and help for the 
participants. Spouses and Fiancees are welcome to attend with the participants.

Care in the Choice of Music for the Liturgy 
122.  Music for the Liturgy must be carefully chosen and prepared. Such prepara-
tion should be characterized by “harmony and diligence…under the direction of  the 
rector (or pastor) of  the Church and after the consultation with the faithful about 
things that directly pertain to them.” Effective preparation of  liturgical song that 
fosters the maximum participation of  the gathered assembly is a cooperative venture 
that respects the essential role of  a variety of  persons with mutual competencies.

124.  Music does what words alone cannot do. It is capable of  expressing a 
dimension of  meaning and feeling that words alone cannot convey. While this 
dimension of  an individual musical composition is often difficult to describe, its 
affective power should be carefully considered alone with its textual component.

125.  The role of  music is to serve the needs of  the Liturgy and not to dominate 
it, seek to entertain, or draw attention to itself  or the musicians. However, there 
are instances when the praise and adoration of  God leads to music taking on a far 
greater dimension. At other times, simplicity is the most appropriate response. The 
primary role of  music in the Liturgy is to help the members of  the gathered assem-
bly to join themselves with the action of  Christ and to give voice to the gift of  faith.
