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RELIGIOUS EDUCATION and RCIA—Laura Patton

Religious Education and Sacramental
Preparation Programs

Here is a brief summary of the Religious Education program
for families who might be moving into the area during the
Christmas Season. We offer classes starting with 4 Year Olds
through grade six starting in September and ending on the
last Sunday of April. The classes for Pre-K and Kindergarten
occur during the 9:00 AM Mass on Sunday. First through 6™
grade meet from 10:15 — 11:30 AM on Sunday.

Preparation for the Sacraments of Reconciliation (Penance)
and Eucharist is concentrated in the 2" grade. Children who
have completed the program make their First Communion in
May. Older children who have not celebrated these sacra-
ments in the 2" grade need to contact the Director of Reli-
gious Education. Arrangements will be made for the children
to prepare for these sacraments. A visit with the Director
should be scheduled as well for children 7 years or older who
have not been baptized.

If you are interested in enrolling your child in the program
call Laura Patton, 503-636-7687, by January, 5, 2012 in order
to give ample time o have the necessary books and inform the
catechists prior to the beginning of classes on January 22.

Liturgy of the Word (LWC) is made possible for children in
grades 1 through 4 during the 9:00 AM Mass on Sunday. It is
up to the parents and child to participate in the liturgy. LWC
is the first part of the Mass adapted for children. It is NOT

a substitute for religion class. Due to Christmas break LWC
will resume on January 8.

Infant Baptism Preparation for Parents of
Infants and Young Children

Parents wishing to present children for Baptism are invited
to call the Parish Office and register for the Baptism ses-
sions scheduled for January 8 from Noon to 2:00 PM in the
School Library. The session
